From the Vicar  From the Curate  
I canôt quite believe that March is here already.  Spring is on the way; 
Lent has begun; the financial year is drawing to a close; a General 
Election moves ever closer and we are over half way through the 
academic year. Many of us are busy at work, in the garden, at school, 
at home or preparing for the sailing season and time flies past.  For 
some though it will have seemed a very long winter struggling with the 
cold, loneliness and a feeling of hopelessness.   
 

For me, the beginning of March marks eight months since I arrived in Warsash ï two 
thirds of the way through my first year at St Maryôs.  Iôve been looking back at what I 
wrote when I arrived, reflecting on what I thought I might be doing and what has actually 
happened.  As I said last August, for this first year with you I am a Deacon and not a 
Priest.  Whatôs the difference? Many might say itôs what a Deacon does not do: a 
Deacon doesnôt ópresideô (lead) a Communion service and doesnôt usually marry 
people. (There are other differences, but these are perhaps the most obvious).  Rather 
than this negative way of looking at it, I tend to talk about the different focus or 
emphasis.  A Deacon is a particular reminder of our call to serve one another.  A 
Deacon is also called, with the church congregation, to bring the concerns of the world 
into the church and to go out into the community, taking the church into the world, 
particularly the óforgotten cornersô (to quote the ordination service). 
 

So, how have I spent my first eight months and has this been happening?  As far as 
service goes, I can confirm that all those jokes about spending three years theological 
training in order to move chairs are true!  But, more seriously, I feel Iôve begun to get to 
know people in the church community and I hope you feel youôve begun to know me. 
Iôve learnt quite a few names, though I think itôs time I tried to learn some more.  Before 
Christmas a Church Alive group and I brought the reality of life in Bethlehem today to 
peopleôs attention.  In the next few months I shall be getting more involved in Baptism 
preparation and services and I shall begin to share in weddings.  So, on the Church 
side my ministry has been as I expected. 
 

What Iôve found harder is meeting people in the community.  Iôm often at óStay and Playô 
parent and toddler group; I visit the Over 60s group and the lunch club but thatôs it.    
What else is happening in Warsash?  Where do you meet your friends and neighbours? 
Many of us will feel our spirits lifted by lighter evenings, warmer weather (!) and signs of 
springébut not everyone. I donôt yet know Warsash well enough, can you help me find 
where the óforgotten cornersô are (some of you will be serving them faithfully)?  It would 
be good if, together, we could explore this part of all of our ódiaconalô (deaconôs) 
ministry.

Because of the outrageous things he said, C.S.Lewis had an  
interesting take on Jesus : ñI am trying here to prevent anyone saying the really 
foolish thing that people often say about him: óIôm ready to accept Jesus as a 
moral teacher, but I donôt accept his claim to be Godô.  That is one thing we must 
not say. A man who was merely a man and said the sort of things Jesus said 
would not be a great moral teacher.  He would either be a lunaticðon a level 
with the man who says he is a poached eggðor else he would be the devil of 
hell.  You must make your choice.  Either this man was, and is, the Son of God: 
or else a madman or something worseò  (Mere Christianity, 1952). 
 
As we approach Easter who do you say Jesus is?  It is perhaps the most impor-
tant question you could answer, especially as soon we will celebrate Jesus as 
the one who claimed ñI am the Resurrection and the Lifeò.  Was he mad, lying or 
telling the truth?  Your answer to that is fundamental to making Easter truly 
happy. 
 
So, do please join us in our Easter celebrations.  Special to this year and follow-
ing the success of our adult óNativity Playô, we are hosting two performances of 
óPilateôs Wifeô.  An unusual Easter play from the perspective of the dreams of 
Pilateôs wife; a fascinating journey behind the scenes within Pilateôs household 
during the events of Holy Week.  Youôre invited to join our performances on 
Maundy Thursday and Good Friday. 
 
St. Maryõs Augmented Choir Concert  To lead us in to Holy Week our Aug-
mented Choir will perform their final concert in St. Maryôs on 26th March at 
7.30pm.  Please join us in making this a real celebration of our organist, Miss 
Wylieôs, leading of this augmented choir for 38 years!  Thank you Josephine.  
Please note this is our special concert choir and not our regular Sunday choir!

St George Foundation   

The St George Foundation helps rescue children living on the streets of 
Freetown in Sierra Leone. It is a Christian organisation run by a team of 
pastors, counsellors, father and mother role models and volunteers. 
Phillip Dean, who lives locally, had a vision to help these children. In 
May 2004 the Foundation started feeding a group of children, giving 
them lunch, activities and counselling, returning them to the streets at 
night. By August the first group of children had moved into their new 
home. The Foundation has now given a home to over 450 children, 
reunited dozens of families, and placed 50 into school. It now has its 
own house. It looks after all the childrenôs needs including medical, 

educational and social. It costs £1 per child per day.

Downing Street has announced that the new Church of England Bishop of 
Portsmouth will be the Right Reverend Christopher Foster. 
 

Bishop Christopher, 56, who is currently Bishop of 
Hertford in the St Albans diocese, will become the 
ninth Bishop of Portsmouth later this year. He 
succeeds the Rt Revd Dr Kenneth Stevenson, who 
was bishop for 14 years until he retired last autumn. 
The new bishop was introduced on February 9 at the 
top of Portsmouthôs Spinnaker Tower , from which he 
could see much of his new diocese ï 142 Church of 
England parishes in south-east Hampshire and the 
Isle of Wight. 
 
 

Bishop Christopher is looking forward to joining the diocese, but will not 
actually take up the role until he is officially installed as Bishop of Portsmouth 
at a special service in Portsmouth Cathedral later this year, at a date to be 
announced. 
 
 

Bishop Christopher said: "I am honoured and excited to be invited to be Bishop 
of Portsmouth. Sally and I are looking forward to meeting the people of the 
diocese both in the churches and also in the wider community, and discerning 
how I and the church may serve them and the gospel. There will be much to 
discover as I get to know this part of Hampshire and the Isle of Wight, the 
people, villages and towns.
